The Pakistani team participated for
the first time in the 10l and achieved impressive results by securing two Bronze Medals and an
Honorable Mentioning due to the outstanding performance of our students during the cvent, This
marked a significant milestone for Pakistan in this highest level international programming
sempetition, with the country ranked 45th overall among 96 competing countries. 5
